· Students attend their first three classes.

· We will unload our set into the wings of their theatre.
· At 1:30pm, we have 90 minutes to spike, set lights, sound projections and practice volume.

· At 3:00pm, we will reload our truck
· At 3:30pm, we will take a tour of the school to find our homebase. 

· We will re-board the bus approx 3:45pm. 
· We will arrive back at the NRHS approx 4:15pm and unload the truck into the theatre. 
· Once we are done, you will be dismissed – approx. 6:00
· Please bring your cell phones to contact your families if traffic or something else delays this schedule

· We are not stopping for food. We suggest you bring a snack for the bus.

Friday, February 27 – Final Dress Rehearsal – 4:00pm!
· At 2:00 students will come to the theatre and set up for the show. 

· At 4:00pm we will run everything just like we will in the competition. 5 minute set up, show and 5 minute tear down. 

· At approx. 5:00pm we will load the Uhaul

· At 5:45 we will gather together for last minute notes and reminders

· Students are dismissed at approx. 6:30pm

· You need a good nights’ rest – please do not go out this evening
Saturday, February 28 – Drama Fest – wear your grey and red Hound shirt and any Masquers apparel – dress up and look presentable- khaki’s are appropriate. NO SWEATS and NOT SHORT SKIRTS
· Students will depart NRHS via parent caravan at 7:15am and travel to Tewksbury High School
· Please eat breakfast before we depart. 
· We will check into the festival at 7:45am and get your festival name tag. You must wear them at all times.
· Students will unload the truck and go to homebase. Ms Kane will go to the directors meeting. Our homebase is where you keep your bags, coats, costumes etc. Students may NOT bring coats, bags, etc into the theatre. DO NOT bring anything of value. There is no place to store it and it will not be safe. This includes: ipods, cell phones, computers etc. You bring it at your own risk – there has been theft.
