CONCESSIONS

If you are not interested in watching all of the plays here are a 
few things you can do while you are in Framingham: 
 
DANFORTH MUSEUM OF ART 
Special arrangements have been made for a free admission pass 
to the Danforth Museum of Art to be used on that day. Just 
bring your ticket/badge from Festival! See a FHS parent at the 
Concession Stand for directions to the museum. There are 
several Brazilian restaurants located near the museum. Please 
ask at the museum for a recommendation.   
 
SHOPPING 
FHS is less than 3 miles from Shoppers World and the new 
Natick Collection – the largest mall in New England - with 270 
stores, including the first Nordstrom in Massachusetts, the 
area’s only suburban Neiman Marcus, along with JC Penney, 
Lord & Taylor, Macy’s, The Cheesecake Factory and other 
remarkable retailers. 
 
DRIVING DIRECTIONS TO FHS 
From the Mass Pike exit 13 (Natick - Framingham - Rt. 30): Bear right onto 
Rt. 30.  
go ½ mile on Rt. 30, then right onto Rt. 126 (Concord St.). Go 1 mile on 
Concord St., under the Mass Pike overpass by 50 yards and turn left onto 
A St. The school is ¼ mile on the left. The Theater is across the parking 
lot. 
From Route 9 (Worcester Rd.): Take the Rt. 126 North exit. Go 1 mile on 
Rt. 126 (Concord St) staying left at the intersections of Rt. 30 and at 
Old Connecticut Path. Go under the Mass Pike overpass by 50 yards and 
turn left onto A St. The school is ¼ mile on the left. The Theater is 
across the parking lot.
